Fairhope began as a
dream in the minds of group of individuals who were seeking

their own special utopia. The firSingle Tax colonists (so

called because of their belief in the economic theories of Henry
George, who advocated no other taxes other than a single land
tax) looked at land throughout the South and Midwest before
settling in 1894 on a high bluff overlookirfMobile Bay.
According to legend, one of the group said that the new colony
had a fair hope of success, and the community of Fairhope was
born. This vsion and spirit, instilled bthis group of eclectic,
industrious, creative, free thinking people, passevered
through time and is why Fairhope is such an inspiration to so
many.
